Interesting climatological features revealed by the plots of monthly average percentage of occasions, (Figure 1), are as follows:

Southwesterly: 

Dominant direction in all months of the year except May.

Frequency falls steadily from December to May then climbs to a maximum in July.

Northeasterly : 

Frequency climbs steadily from a minimum in February to a maximum in May.

Frequency falls sharply between May and June and reaches a minimum in August. 

Frequency has an isolated secondary peak in December. 

Southerly : 

Frequency is least in May and most in November and January.

Westerly: 

Frequency is least in January and May and most in March and July.

Northwesterly and Northerly combined : 

Frequency most in April and least in October.

Easterly and Southeasterly combined : 

Have a maximum frequency in October. 

Have a flat minimum frequency from December to August.
